Due to the cold Humboldt stream, coming from

the Antarctica, the climate is moderate oceanic and brings tropical rain to the southern

hillsides of the islands between January and May. The coffee trees grow on relatively

young and nutritious volcanic soil. The completely intact ecosystem and the unique

micro climate — any kind of employment of pesticides, fungicides, herbicides and

chemical fertilizer is forbidden - allows the production of excellent biological coffee.

Galdpagos coffee grows under shade trees (like avocados, guavas, and oranges). Only

organic substances, which occur naturally, are used to dung. All these factors make this
“Island Coffee” that unique.
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
